* Christ‘s Death on The Cross is the Central Theme of Christianity.
* Christ‘s Death covers more than one third of The Gospel stories.
* It pre-dominates in the N.T. in the Holy Communion, in The Creed.

CHRIST‘S DEATH ON THE CROSS IS ASSOCIATED WITH THE SIN OF MEN

The truth about Sin
To sin is to fall short of a standard Romans 3:23
Sin is sickness, inward disease Jer 17:9, Mk 7:21+
Sin is an offence against a Holy God Ephes 1:7, 2:1
Sin is rebellion, unrighteousness 1 John 3:4, 5:17

The truth about Man
Man has fallen short of God‘s standard for him.
Men are guilty sinners, separated from a Holy God.
Men are under the curse of The Law, condemned to •die‘.
The sickness of sin is within men; they need to be cured.

CHRIST‘S DEATH ON THE CROSS IS SHOWN TO BE THE REMEDY FOR SIN
The lamb of God, bearing away the sin of the World, takes away man‘s guilt and
removes the cause of separation. John 1:29
Christ was made sin and a curse for us 2 Cor 5:21, Gal 3:13
Christ died in our sted Mat 20:28, Lk 22:20
The Cross is the cure for sin Num 21:4-9 Jn 3:14+ Ex 15:23+
Christ‘s Death justifies and restores Rom 3:23+, Heb 10:14

WHY THE CROSS?
God is holy and hates sin Hab 1:13, Isai 59:1-2
God is love and longs to forgive sin 1 John 4:8
God is righteous and only forgives justly 1 Jn 2:29, Rom 3:26

A holy, loving, righteous God cannot overlook sin.
David overlooked Absalom‘s sin with terrible results.
Sin must be dealt with and punished before it can be forgiven.
Christ, the perfect Representative Man, The Son of God, offered His Soul for sin and
shed His Blood to make atonement for Man.



A Holy, Righteous, Loving God can now justly forgive Man's sin.
Isaiah 53:10-11, Levit 17:11, 14, Heb 9:22, 10:1-12, John 19:30

CHRIST MADE ATONEMENT FOR MEN BY HIS DEATH ON THE CROSS
His Death was an Offering, a Sacrifice, a Propitiation.
He purchased Redemption and gave His life a Ransom instead of many.
He was made sin and a curse for us; He died; the Just for the unjust.
Reconciliation is found in Him 2 Cor 5:18,21 Gal 3:13, Eph 1:7, Col 1:14, Heb 10:10+
1 Pet 3:18, 1 Jn 2:2

Christ is the fulfilment of the Old Testament Sacrifices.
Christ is our Passover, Burnt Offering, Sin-Offering, Peace Offering. 1 Cor 5:7, Eph
5:2, 2:13+, Col 1:20, Jn 1:29, 1 Peter 2:24.
